8. Presentations with Discussion:

a. 4th and 5th Grade Teams – Ms. Coy, Ms. Sienicki, and Ms. Tipton, the 5th grade team, were present to discuss activities in the classroom.  They touched on Open Response, RTI and the regular use of the technology in the rooms such as Smart Boards.  They also explained how they have designed their assessments according to the template Ms. Mullins provided.
