b. Math Algebra 1 Policy 1.9-2- 2nd Reading- Mr. Haun did not want to have 2nd Reading due to the recent information. EOC Assessment could be accountable next school year and Mr. Haun would like to get a more information before having a 2nd Reading on Math Policy due to 8th grade Algebra 1 at MS possibly being a part of the EOC and the accountability factors between MS and HS being worked out.  Will be tabled until next meeting.
c. Student Grade Level Classification Policy Revision 6.17 revisited for updates to SBDM- SBDM Members decided to table this until next meeting for a little more research and staff input.

d. SCHS Science Policy Addition under Curriculum-KRS 160 345(2)(1) (1st Reading Policy 1.10)
Science Policy

Each student will take a science class their freshman, sophomore, and junior year.

1.  Any student requesting to take a core science class early or test out of a core science class must be recommended by the science department.  Decisions will be made based upon past science grades, ACT/PLAN scores, and teacher recommendation.

2. Neither of the above actions will replace the junior science requirement, even if the three credit graduation requirement has been met.
SBDM was in consensus with first reading of policy.
