10. Budget Update and Approval – Mr. Abell reviewed the budget with the council members.  A motion was made to approve the budget by Ms. Hieb, Ms. Eye 2nd the motion.

12. Student Achievement

a. Map Data – Mr. Abell reviewed Map Data with the council and noted the increase in scores.

b. Learning Check – Mr. Abell reviewed the Learning Check scores with the council.
13. 2011 – 2012 CSIP Review – Review was tabled in order to allow attendance for the student performances taking place this evening at TES.

14. New Business – 

a. Title I Budget - Mr. Abell provided a breakdown of the 12/13 District Title I funds.  He informed the council that Title I would be district wide next school year.  As a result of the significant cut, TES would no longer be able to fund Instructional Assistants to provide intervention services to struggling students.  It will have a negative impact on the services provided to students.
