Background/Summary of Information

Spencer County Elementary is requesting Board approval to create two three hour Instructional Aide positions and one two hour Instructional Aide position.  These positions would be funded through SCES’ Title I Funds and ESS Funds.  The estimated costs to cover this request is $22,250.  Approximately $10,000 would come from SCES’ Title I funds and the remaining $12,250 would come from ESS funds.  These positions will be sustained through the future as the school continues to receive Title I and ESS funds.  The positions would be used as Interventionists and would provide remedial support to identified students, in the area of Reading and Math, within a small group setting.  The regular classroom teachers will be responsible for core instruction, monitoring the students’ progress, and providing specific guidance for the Interventionists in order to meet the students’ needs.
