8.  Principal’s Report:  
· SCES in collaboration with PTA and the Maintenance Department is in the process of installing a walking track around the perimeter of the playground.  This project will be completed in different stages.  Plans for completion should be the first week of November.
· SCMS and SCES along with PTSO are working together to purchase a digital sign to be installed at the entrance of SCES and SCMS.  Jim Oliver, Director of Facilities & Grounds, has met with Planning & Zoning for this approved location.
· Spring 2014 state assessment results have been released.  SCES scored in the 91st percentile in the state, SCES placed 147th out of 740 Elementary Schools across the Commonwealth. Spencer County Elementary is a Distinguished/Progressing, High Performing School according to KDE.  Spencer County Public Schools’ District was ranked in the 89th percentile of all other public schools in the districts across the state.  The District placed 47th out of 173 school districts.  The District is a Proficient/Progressing School District according to KDE.
· Technology:  Since most of the projectors and smartboards were purchase at the same time, these will need to start being replaced.  SCES will purchase 3 interactive projectors instead of replacing the projectors and smartboards.  The interactive projectors will be placed in classrooms where there are non-working projectors and smartboards.  SCES will start looking at competitive grant applications for real technology (learnpads).  Classes for real technology will be selected by their commitment for technology.
