Background/Summary of Information
Louisville Metropolitan Sewer District (MSD) currently activates 18 rain gauges too record rainfall intensity and duration in Jefferson County.  Tracking an accurate distribution of rainfall is critical to understanding the sewer system’s wet weather response and mitigating Louisville’s sewer overflow problems.  MSD is requesting to put a Rain Gauge on the property at SCMS.  This network would serve as a powerful educational and weather tool for the community by offering real-time data to the news networks and MSD website.  MSD is offering $500 to those schools willing to partner with them.  The installation consist of a 10 foot tall post with metal instrument panel and tipping bucket rain gauge, which will use telemetry to update rainfall conditions in 5-minute increments.  The cost of electricity is approximately 61 cents a month.  Mr. Mercer and teachers are very interested in the program because of the science instruction it will create.
