The USA Basketball organization
(described below) will pay for all of David’s travel, lodging, meals and practice gear related to
the camp.
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Trinity is asking the KHSAA for permission to allow David to attend this camp and then for
David to remain eligible to participate in the 2017-18 KHSAA boys basketball season for
Trinity High School.  We feel that this recognition, opportunity and invitation is an honor for
David, for Trinity and for high school basketball in Kentucky.

USA Basketball (USAB) is a non-profit organization and the governing body for basketball in the United
States. The organiza�on represents the United States in FIBA and the men's and women's na�onal
basketball teams in the United States Olympic Committee. Its chairman of the board is Jerry
Colangelo and its execu�ve director is Jim Tooley.

 

The organiza�on was founded in 1974 as the Amateur Basketball Associa�on of the United States of
America (ABAUSA). It was renamed to USA Basketball on October 12, 1989, a�er FIBA modified its rules to
allow professional basketball players to compete in interna�onal compe��ons.[1] USA Basketball is
responsible for the selec�on and training of the men's and women's teams that represent the United States
in interna�onal tournaments, including the FIBA Basketball World Cup for men, the FIBA Women's
Basketball World Cup, Games of the Olympiad and the men's and women's qualifiers thereof, as well
as for the promo�on of the sport amongst prospec�ve players, spectators, and fans.

The ninth-annual USA Basketball Men’s Junior Na�onal Team October minicamp, which will take place Oct. 7-
8 at the United States Olympic Training Center in Colorado Springs, Colorado, is expected to feature 54 of the
USA’s top, high school boys basketball players, including 15 gold medalists. The player invita�ons were sent by
the USA Basketball Men’s Developmental Na�onal Team Commi�ee.

Eighteen par�cipants are members of the high school class of 2018 and are eligible for the 2018 USA Junior

Na�onal Select Team that will compete in the 21st annual Nike Hoop Summit in April 2018, while 36 athletes
are members of the high school classes of 2019, 2020 or 2021 and are eligible for the 2018 USA Basketball
Men’s U17 World Cup Team, which will compete June 30-July 8 in Rosario and Sante Fe, Argen�na.

Including morning and a�ernoon training sessions on Oct. 7-8, the minicamp will help USA Basketball
develop its pipeline for both events.

Waterman (Sanford School, Del.) will serve as assistant coaches during the minicamp, while serving as court
coaches will be Mike Jones (DeMatha Catholic H.S., Md.), Dave Hopla (professional shoo�ng instructor) and
1996 U.S. Olympic gold medalist Anfernee “Penny” Hardaway (Memphis East H.S., Tenn.).

Thirty-nine of the expected minicamp par�cipants boast of prior USA Basketball experience, including 15
gold medalists. While 18 athletes are members of the class of 2018, 13 will graduate high school in 2019, 22
belong to the class of 2020 and Zion Harmon will graduate in 2021.

Eighteen of the top 30 athletes on the 2018 ESPN 100 list are expected to a�end minicamp, while 10 athletes
are ranked among the 2019 ESPN 60, and 11 of the expected minicamp par�cipants are from the 2020 ESPN
25 list.

The USA Basketball Men’s Developmental Na�onal Team Commi�ee is chaired by Sean Ford, USA Basketball
Men’s Na�onal Team Director, and includes Evan Daniels (At-Large), Eric Flannery (At-Large), Keith
Langford (Athlete Representa�ve), John Olive (NFHS), Damien Wilkens (Athlete Representa�ve) and Boo
Williams (AAU).
