(2) For the purposes of this section, "sports official” means an individual who serves as
a referee, umpire, linesman, or in a similar capacity that may be known by another
title, and who is duly registered as or is a member of a national, state, regional, or
local organization engaged, in part, in providing education and training to sports

officials.

= SECTION 2. A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 518 IS CREATED TO

READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1) A person is quilty of intimidation of a sports official when he or she, directly or

indirectly, makes any threat to a sports official with the intent to cause the sports

official to commit, make, or delay any act, decision, or determination reqgarding a

present or future sports contest, if the threat communicates present or future

intent to:

(a) _Cause physical injury to any person;

(b) Cause physical damage to the property of any person other than the person
making the threat;

(c) Subject any person other than the person making the threat to physical
confinement or restraint; or

(d) Commit any other act which is illegal and is intended to substantially harm

any person other than the person making the threat with respect to the

person's health, safety, business, financial condition, or personal

relationships.

Intimidation of a sports official is a Class A misdemeanor.
