I have been working on finalizing budget revisions for submission to the state, ensuring all financial adjustments are completed accurately and on time. Additionally, efforts are focused on transitioning key information to Danielle and organizing digital files by cleaning out outdated materials from the system.

Danielle Carr, Bellevue High School Youth Service Center
We recently completed a three-day dental visit, and the results show great progress. Since the dentist has been coming twice a year, the children have become more comfortable and cooperative, leading to a noticeable drop in cavities and required procedures. During Big Smiles’ first visit, 28 children were seen over two days, with 7 having no dental issues. This time, 43 children were seen in three days, and 27 of them had no dental needs, showing clear improvement. We are also planning summer events, pending approval by Betty. Activities will include a bowling event and a movie rental available to all district families, plus take-home paint kits for the first 60 who sign up.
