DISCUSSION
This past legislative session, House Bill 48 was passed and signed by the Governor on 4/1/2025. The new legislation changes the length of time that a certified tenured staff member will receive a summative evaluation. The legislation extends the summative evaluation period from every three years to every five years. 
The district CEP task force reviewed both the current CEP plan and the revised version and agreed that the only necessary change is to update the frequency of summative evaluations for tenured teaching staff from every three years to every five years.
