3.  PLANNING
CSIP Review – 
Overall goal  - a. All grade levels are meeting during planning after each open response scoring to break down the percentage of all sub-populations scoring proficient and distinguished.  All populations are making growth toward meeting our targeted goal for the 2010-2011 school year.  We will need to continue to discuss strategies to assist special education students toward meeting this goal.  

Academic Achievement

Activity 1 -   Remediation and enrichment classes are happening 4 times per week.  Those grade levels on different schedules are finding it more difficult to meet the needs of all students.  This needs to be reviewed for next year.   
Activity 2 – Students are going the computer lab 2 times per week for 30 minutes.  Compass Learning needs to improve on updating the program  to relate to child’s MAP score.
Activity 3  All grade levels are instructing in the area of social studies with a greater focus on Geography.  

Activity 4 – Parent communication has improved with weekly progress reports.  We still need to educate parents on the use of Infinite Campus.  
Activity 5 - We have increased usage of GRECC trainings.  Our 5th grade teachers have utilized  training in the area of social studies.  
Activity 6 RTI – We continue to tweak the RTI process. Trying to meet the needs of all students who are below grade level with our transient population is very difficult along with a lack of staff to work with the students. 
Learning Environment
Activity 1  We are working on increasing the number of computers in the classrooms to allow for small groups to use during reading and math  instruction.  This will assist with the RTI process as well.  Mr. Maggard will be contacted to discuss possible computers.  
Activity 2 We discussed what we could do for our new 1st graders coming in from North Park Elementary next school year.  A  parent night to discuss Compass Learning and/or a possible field trip during the lunch period for those students.  

Activity 3 PATS will continue to be used along with input from grade levels to hire staff.  At this time we have 100% highly qualified staff.  
Roundtable Discussion – This will be held on Thursday, March 10th @ Vine Grove Elementary from 5-8 p.m.  A representative will be there for all grade levels, special education, and related arts.
