· How will the Section 7 money be used to decrease the % of novice
and apprentice level students in your school?

The section 7 funding will be used for intervention programs.  The first is to 

add an additional hour of instruction four days per week for students.  We will have one certified teacher from each grade level to have an alternative daily work schedule.  In place of coming in at 7:00 a.m. and leaving at 2:30 p.m., their day will begin at 8:00 am and end at 3:30 pm.  We will identify, through MAPS, Literacy First Continuum, and teacher observations, the 8-12 lowest students at each grade level.   These students will remain at school for an additional hour of instruction.  Funding from Section 7 will pay for transporting these students.  In many instances, these students would not have the opportunity to stay due to lack of transportation.  By providing transportation we will eliminate this barrier.  

The second is to combine the funds that have been approved for carry-over with the remainder of Section 7 funding to hire a teacher to work with students in the area of math who are not performing to their potential.  While our teachers have received a great deal of training in the area of literacy, and identifying specific skill deficits, we have not accomplished this in the area of math.  This person would utilize a test provided by BBY to specifically diagnose those missing skills.  This test, due to its length, will only be given to students who are a least a year below grade level.  This person will then work with students on these specific gaps.

· The school goal is to increase our AMO to 83.41 in the area of reading.

· Remediation will be offered 4 times per week to address math deficits.
