Miss Perkins per our earlier conversation below is our final amended 2010-2011 school calendar.  Attached is a final revision of these changes.


	


For 2010-2011, the first day for students was August 12.  We will complete 173 instructional days (2 were early release) and we had 4 teacher equivalency (PD/training) days in place of the 4 instructional days lost due to snow days to reach our scheduled 177 prior planned school days.  The last day for students will be May 26th and closing day May 27th.  Our added teacher equivalency/training days will be May 17, June 1, 2, 3.  Certified staff ends with 187 days which includes opening and closing day, 4 holidays and 4 PD Days.





For the record we lost the following days due to snow (9): 


December 13, 16, 17, 20 and January 11, 12, 20, 21, 24
