ISSUE:
Food for Hardin County Child Nutrition programs must be procured.  We are bidding again this year in conjunction with Fayette County Schools on Part 2 of our food bid. We will remain with HPS buying organization for school year 



2011 – 2012 for Part 1.

FACTS:
Our food bid is two parts. We sent out bid requests to seven different vendors for Part 2.  We received bids from three companies with one of these three declaring “no bid”.  We did a joint bid with Fayette County Schools in an effort to increase volume and improve food costs.  This is a distributor landed cost plus fixed fee for services lump sum bottom line bid. The bid is for one year, July 1, 2011 – June 30, 2012 with an option to extend the bid for one year when agreed upon by all parties. 



Hardin County/Fayette has reviewed prices available through HPS and KPC buying groups. HPS is a buying group with over 3,000 members and $730 million in purchase volume with food being over half of this volume. We took advantage of rebates available through HPS: Metropolitan School Rebate of 1%, Committed Rebate of 1.25%, Commodity Rebate of .25%, 10 day quick pay rebate of 1%. It will cost each district $2,800.00 to join HPS. 

RECOMMENDATION:  


I recommend purchasing food items listed on Part 1 by joining HPS again at a cost of $2,800.00 and award the bid to Clem’s Refrigerated Foods having the lowest calculated pricing on Part 2.


RECOMMENDED MOTION: 

I move that we award Part 1 of the Food Bid to HPS and Part 2 of the Food Bid to Clem’s Refrigerated Foods.
