Three-Year Fuel Bid Contract

PROPOSAL:
Approve the fuel delivery bid as tabulated below

FACT A:   
The fuel bid for HCS is a three-year contract, renewable annually upon mutual agreement between the vendor and HCS.

FACT B:
Three fuel delivery companies bid on the contract for Hardin County Schools. They were Key Oil Company (Louisville) and Petroleum Traders Corporation (Ft. Wayne, IN), and Mansfield Oil Company (Gainesville, GA). Bids were to include freight cost, profit margin, and service/repairs on pumps.

FACT C:
Petroleum Traders Corp had the lowest bid per gallon for gas, and diesel.


Mansfield Oil Company had the lowest bid per gallon for heating oil.
FACT D:
The bid period will take effect July 1, 2011, through June 30, 2012. There will be an option to renew annually for two additional years upon a mutual agreement between Hardin County Schools and the winning vendor.

RECOMMENDATION:   Approve the bid from Petroleum Traders Corp for gas and diesel.
