May 22nd, 2006

CALL TO ORDER- The meeting was called to order by Laura Price. Members present were Laura Price, Stacy Brawner, Becky Dennis, Rita Shultz and Lisa Patterson.

CONSIDERATION OF AGENDA- Lisa Patterson made the motion to approve the agenda and Becky Dennis seconded.  The agenda was approved by the council.       

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS-   Sue Ellen Langley and Trish Nall represented their committees.

APPROVAL OF  MINUTES- The minutes from the April 24th meeting were read and approved.   Rita Shultz made the motion to approve and Stacy Brawner seconded. 

POLICIES- The council had the first reading of the AR Policy Statement.  Changes were made and the amended policy will be brought back to the council for the second reading at the July meeting.  Rita Shultz made the motion to approve and Lisa Patterson seconded.

REPORTS- A)  Minutes from the Committees were submitted to the council for review.  Trish Nall represented the Resources and Leadership Committee and Sue Ellen Langley represented the Planning, Budget and PD Committee.  A change was made to the 2006-2007 Activity Budget and the amended budget will be brought back to the council.   B)  The May financial report was read and approved by the council…Lisa Patterson made the motion to accept and Stacy Brawner seconded.  C) Mrs. Price informed the council that there was still no definite decision from the Central Office concerning the Section 7 money.  Pending this decision from the board, all budget and allocation decisions will be tabled.  

DISCUSSION ITEMS- A) Mrs. Price discussed Title I budget allocations with the council. Pending the decision of Section 7 money, James Phillips, Director of Title I, has given his approval to use Title I money to fund the classroom teacher, ½ fine arts and Title I assistant positions that were slated to be cut for the 2006-2007 school year.  Lisa Patterson made the motion to accept and Becky Dennis seconded.  B) Trish Nall handed out Textbook information to the council members and there was much discussion  on this subject.  Rita Shultz made the motion to accept and Stacy Brawner seconded.  The proposed textbook budget was approved by the council.  

CLASSROOM CONFIGURATIONS/SPECIAL AREA SCHEDULES- The primary teachers, along with the Resources and Leadership Committee,  agreed to exceed the primary cap of 24 per classroom to avoid classroom splits.  Along with copies of the classroom configurations, The Resources and Leadership Committee also provided copies of the special areas schedule.  Each grade level received their first or second choice.  Stacy Brawner made the motion to accept and Rita Shultz seconded. The motion was approved by the council.

ESS DAYTIME WAIVER- The Hardin County Board of Education has received approval from the State Department to continue with the ESS Waiver for the 2006-2007 school year.  The Complete Program Evaluation is to be approved.

PERSONNEL-   Mrs. Price informed the council that Donnie Ashlock has been hired as the full-time 2nd shift custodian.  He will start on May 30th and will be replacing Diana Padgett.  Richard Padgett, the other 2nd shift custodian, has also turned in his resignation, effective June 7th.  This position will be posted.  Mrs. Price also informed the council that the deadline for the  special education position vacated by Glenn McKissic, will be May 30th.  The interview committee will meet on May 23rd.  

PARENT SURVEYS- The council will preview the compiled parent surveys at the July meeting.
ADJOURNMENT- Stacy Brawner made the motion to adjourn and Rita Shultz seconded.   Due to the absence of agenda items, there will not be a June SBDM meeting.   The next regular scheduled meeting will be held July 17th at 2:30 p.m.  The meeting was adjourned at 4:15 p.m.
