Literacy 1st – Pam Scudder presented the Literacy 1st spring results to the council.  92% of 3rd grade students are off the phonics continuum and 73% were at or above grade level in fluency.  93% of 4th grade students are off the phonics continuum and 93% were at or above grade level in fluency.  99% of 5th grade students are off the phonics continuum and 63% were at or above grade level in fluency.
