ISSUE:  The Board needs to approve an agreement between PEL Industries and Hardin County Schools.
FACTS


PEL is a manufacturer of apparel, headwear, and other merchandise. They have proposed the attached agreement to request Hardin County Schools’ participation in PEL’s production of licensed merchandise. PEL will donate a 10% royalty on the net wholesale price of merchandise bearing a school’s name and/or logo(s) to the school. By accepting this offer, the Board is granting to PEL a non-exclusive license to print a school’s name and/or logo(s) on merchandise, including without limitation shirts, hats, and other apparel and headwear ("licensed merchandise"), and to sell such merchandise to its retail customers, who may sell such licensed merchandise to their customers. This is a one year contract that begins with the date signed and automatically renews each year unless either party terminates. Termination will become effective upon written advance notice of ninety days. Any existing inventory will be allowed to be sold through at the time of termination.
