WHEREAS, the function of a Board of Education is to strive for excellence in all phases of educational programs, and;

WHEREAS, a major indication of such excellence is awards and honors earned by the students, employees and programs of the school system, and;

WHEREAS, the Hardin County Board of Education deems it fitting and proper that significant awards and honors be recognized by the Board;

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED THAT the Hardin County Board of Education, meeting in regular session on August 18, 2011, does hereby recognize the achievements of the following:

Joshua Bryan, Henry Doom and Matteo Stahl, West Hardin Middle School students, finished second in the state in the year-long Stock Market Game competition.  Over the year, they researched companies, made investment decisions and created their portfolio.  They invested $100,000 in imaginary money in stocks and mutual funds. The team’s winning portfolio reflected a final value of $125,113. The students received a cash prize, certificates, t-shirts, and a Bull/Bear school trophy.  Their teachers are Lola Best and Hannah Diehl.  

Lydia Gumm, a North Hardin High School junior, won the Kentucky Junior Amateur Golf Championship in the girls16-18 division.

Andrew Stewart, a recent North Hardin High School graduate, won the Kentucky High School Athletic Association State Championship in the 1,600-meter run at the University of Louisville’s Owsley Frazier Cardinal Park.  He also finished second in the 800-meter run and medaled in the 1,600 and 3,200-meter relay to help his team finish fourth in the states.

Halie Holloway, a recent John Hardin High School graduate, won the Class 3-A Kentucky High School Athletic Association Triple Jump State Championship for the third consecutive year at the University of Louisville’s Owsley Frazier Cardinal Park.  She also finished third in the 100-meter dash, sixth in the 400-meter and ran the second leg on John Hardin’s eighth-place 1,600-meter relay team with.  She was involved in every medal for John Hardin, which finished 12th in the state.

Heaven Taylor (North Middle School), Alex Liang (James T. Alton), Nina Denson (North Middle School), Youjin Kim (James T. Alton), Gina Starr (North Middle School), Alexis Walls (James T. Alton), Martaevis Witherspoon (North Middle School) and Jay Hall (James T. Alton), former Meadow View Elementary Students won the Project Citizen State Championship in Louisville in May.  They were the only elementary school group there and competed against middle schools and high schools from other districts.  With the Kentucky state championship crown, they also competed in the National Showcase of Project Citizen competition representing Kentucky.  They earned a "Superior" rating, the highest possible score.  This group represented one of only fifteen states to receive superior. Project Citizen is a program for middle, secondary, and post-secondary students that promotes competent and responsible participation in local and state government. The program helps participants learn how to monitor and influence public policy. In the process, they develop support for democratic values and principles, tolerance, and feelings of political efficacy.
