JROTC Drill Team trip to Clarksville, TN Drill Competition

1.  Purpose:  To gain approval for the JROTC Battalion Drill Team (approx 40 students) to travel on 18 November to Ft Campbell, KY, and visit the 101st Airborne Museum and receive a tour of the post by Post Protocol.  The following day the drill team will compete in one of the region’s top drill competitions at Clarksville High School in Clarksville, TN.  

2.  Educational Objectives:  

A. To appreciate the courage and sacrifices that one of the most famous military unit’s in America’s history.  The Don F. Pratt Museum was established in 1956 as a division museum for the 101st Airborne Division. The museum’s central theme is the history of the 101st Airborne Division, the “Screaming Eagles,” and it covers the period from the early 1940s to present.  
B. Other exhibits include a completely restored CG-4A cargo glider—which carried glider-borne Soldiers into combat during World War II, two 17th century bronze eagles, an illuminated Dutch Manuscript recognizing the Divisions role in Liberating Holland in WW2, captured enemy weapons and equipment from Vietnam, a recruiter’s jeep from the 1970s and items which had belonged to Adolph Hitler and other high ranking Nazi officials.
C.  The Cadets will also tour the post and eat “Army Chow” in a unit dining facility.
