Swimming Coaches/Contract

ISSUE

Elizabethtown Swim & Fitness Center hired a Level 4 swim coach approximately one and a half years ago to replace a Level 2 coach (Level 5=highest). The increase in salary cost is not reflected in the current contract (see attachment) among Hardin County Schools, Elizabethtown Independent Schools, and Elizabethtown Swim and Fitness Center.

FACTS

The current contract signed on September 9, 2004, costs Hardin County Schools $11,000 annually and includes the provision of a swim coach for Central Hardin and John Hardin high schools.

Dr. Bill Godfrey, a representative of Elizabethtown Swim & Fitness Center, requests $5,000 per year from each participating high school for the salary of a Level 4 coach.

The 2005-2006 increment for a Head Swim Coach is $1,787. Normally, this position would be occupied by a teacher responsible for the swim team. Dr. Godfrey believes it would be adequate for a Level 1 or 2 coach, but not for a Level 4.

The Head Swim Coach should meet all the qualifications of the Kentucky High School Athletic Association and the Hardin County Schools for employment as a paraprofessional coach.

RECOMMENDATION

Approve setting a stipend at $5,000 per participating high school for a Level 4 (U.S. Swim) coach to be paid directly to the coach, less required withholdings, in addition to the current contract price.

I move that the Hardin County Board of Education approve a stipend of $5,000 per participating high school for a Level 4 (U.S. Swim) coach, less required withholdings, in addition to the current contract price.
