3.  PLANNING
a.  Section 7 Funds – The council discussed that the Section 7 Funds would be used for intervention programs.  The first is to add an additional hour of instruction four days per week for students.  One teacher from each grade level will have an alternative daily work schedule.  Eight to twelve of the lowest students at each grade level will remain at school for an additional hour of instruction.  (We will identify the lowest students through MAPS, Literacy First Continuum and teacher observations).  Funding from Section 7 will help pay for transportation for these students to return home, thus eliminating the barrier for those who couldn’t stay otherwise.  Secondly, the council discussed combining the funds that have been approved for carry-over with the remainder of Section 7 Funds to hire a teacher to work with students in the area of math who are not performing to their potential.
