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SBDM Goals for the 10-11 school year – As desired by the SBDM.  

#1)
Goal:  To improve geography skills.  Skills will be divided among grade levels.
Progress:  Core Content was used to determine all elementary geography skills.  Once completed, these skills were broken down by grade level.  Each grade level received the skills to be taught and these were included in their pacing guides in the area of Social Studies.  Observations noted that these skills were being effectively taught and monitored at each grade level.  
#2)  
Goal:Validate effectiveness of enrichment teacher in the area of math.
Progress:  Attached you will find the scores from students who were in the math enrichment program.  You will note the high number of students who had significant increase in math scores even though they were significantly above grade level.  

#3)  
Goal: Compass Learning – Track how much time is spent on Compass Learning at home.
Progress:  This goal was not met.  We were not able to establish a way to retrieve this information using the Compass Learning Program.  This will continue as a goal.  
Success Stories

Celebrations- We celebrated the achievement of students with our awards ceremonies at each of the nine weeks.  In addition to recognizing our students, we also invited their parents to come to the center of the floor to be acknowledged with their child.  We wanted the parents to realize how much we valued their dedication to their child’s education.  The students really seemed to enjoy this as well as the parents.

With the collaborative efforts of the Family Resource Center, Title 1, the community and school, we were able to have a very successful Vehicle/Career Day.  We had over 30 community participants.  Various skill-set jobs were represented.  The children were excited and learned a great deal as indicated by the assessment given at the end of the day.   

Academic Celebrations:  We increased the number of students scoring distinguished in all areas of the state wide assessment.  This was attributed to discussion in PLC’s with sharing of Thoughtful Education Strategies. 

With the implementation of KSI, we identified 58 students school-wide that began this process.  Each student was assigned to an assistant for small group or individual assistance.  One of the greatest successes of this intervention process was gain of 3.2 grade levels by a student who received 94 hours of individual instruction.  Another student gained 2.6 grade levels as a result of 60 plus individual hours of additional instruction.
