SCHOOL BASED DECISION MAKING COUNCIL MEETING

MINUTES – REGULAR MEETING – June 13, 2006

The rescheduled regular monthly meeting of the School Based Decision Making Council at North Hardin High School was called to order on Tuesday, June 13, 2006, at approximately 6:30 pm by Chairperson Bill Dennison.  Those present were:  Judy Campbell, Bill Dennison, Carol Dymowski, David Fredricks, Kris Hodge, Tom Johnson, Annette Neblett, Ray Phelps, Michelle Russell, and Anna Winchell.  Those absent were:  Laura McGray and April Pieper.

ORDER # 06-126 – ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA – The motion was made by David Fredricks and seconded by Annette Neblett to adopt the agenda, with the correction to the times listed on the agenda.

ORDER # 06-127 – ADOPTION OF THE MINUTES – The motion was made by Ray Phelps and seconded by Judy Campbell to approve the minutes of the April cancelled meeting and the May regular meeting.

ORDER # 06-128 - FINANCIAL REPORTS – The motion was made by Anna Winchell and seconded by Ray Phelps to approve the April monthly financial and bingo reports.

ORDER # 06-129 – APPROVAL OF PERSONNEL ACTIONS – The following personnel actions were forwarded for approval:  Tessa Jaggers, special education teacher; Gretchen Kreinbihl, math teacher; Angie Lowe, family/consumer sciences teacher; Glenn McKissic, returning from active duty as a special education teacher; Linda Melloy, math teacher; Annette Neblett, transfer as an EBD instructional assistant; and Mike Black, custodian.  The motion was made by Carol Dymowski and seconded by Judy Campbell to approve the personnel recommendations.  

SECTION 7 FUNDING AND PERSONNEL REQUESTS – One teaching position has been funded by Section 7 monies.  Mr. Dennison reminded the council that the first priority established in a previous meeting was for an English teaching position.  Interviews will be set up in the next week or two for this position.

VISITORS – Visitors at the meeting included Shelly Hasty, and newly elected council members Douglas Bennett and Theresa Florek.

ORDER # 06-130 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF MARCH MINUTES – The motion was made by Annette Neblett and seconded by Anna Winchell to approve the second reading of the March meeting minutes. 

ORDER # 06-131 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF FINANCIAL REPORTS – The motion was made by Annette Neblett and seconded by Anna Winchell to approve the second reading of the February bingo and the March monthly financial and bingo reports.

ORDER # 06-132 - APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF PERSONNEL ACTIONS – The motion was made by Annette Neblett and seconded by Anna Winchell to approve the second reading of the March personnel actions.

ORDER # 06-133 - APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF STAFFING POSITIONS AND SECTION 7 FUNDING – The motion was made by Annette Neblett and seconded by Anna Winchell to approve the second reading of the 2006-07 Section 7 funding staffing allocations:  Should the school receive a Section 7 teaching position the need for a new English position will receive the top priority; and then if other Section 7 teaching positions come available, the AIM teacher position or a 3rd JROTC position will be considered.  

ORDER # 06-134 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF APPLICATION FOR SMALL LEARNING COMMUNITIES GRANT – The motion was made by Annette Neblett and seconded by Anna Winchell to approve the second reading of the application for a Small Learning Community grant to use for a 9th Grade Academy concept.

ORDER # 06-135 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF TECHNOLOGY SPENDING REQUEST – The motion was made by Annette Neblett and seconded by Anna Winchell to approve the second reading of the technology spending request for the purchase of 10 Microsoft Front Page Licenses @ $32.11 for a total of $321.10.  

ORDER # 06-136 - APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF APPROVED CSIP REVIEW DOCUMENTS – The motion was made by Annette Neblett and seconded by Anna Winchell to approve the second reading of the approved CSIP documents.

ORDER # 06-137 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF TITLE I PARENT INVOLVEMENT POLICY AND SCHOOL COMPACT – The motion was made by Annette Neblett and seconded by Anna Winchell to approve the second reading of the Title I Parent Involvement Policy and School Compact.

SMALL LEARNING COMMUNITY GRANT – Mr. Dennison informed the council that North Hardin’s application for the small learning community grant has been submitted and could be a $130,00-$160,000 grant per year over a five-year period.

CURRICULUM UPDATE – Mrs. Shelly Hasty Hendricks updated the council members on the summer activities with Curriculum, Instruction, and Assessment.  Teachers will be participating in professional development sessions in order to map the individual department curriculum with the core content 4.0 documents.  Also, the MAP results for the school are available, and the students made gains in all performance areas with the exception of one area that remained flat.

ORDER # 06-138 – APPROVAL OF 2006-07 TEXTBOOK ADOPTION PLAN – Mrs. Judy Campbell presented the textbook adoption plan for 2006-07 as prepared by Laura McGray.  The 06-07 rotation is Language Arts/English textbooks.  Handouts were distributed to explain the textbook choices, prices, and gratis items.  The motion was made by Carol Dymowski and seconded by Judy Campbell to approve the 2006-07 textbook adoption plan.

POLICY ALIGNMENT PROCESS – It is anticipated that the policy alignment documents will be presented at the July council meeting.

STUDENT/PARENT HANDBOOK REVISIONS – The council reviewed the suggested revisions for the 2006-07 student/parent handbook.

ORDER # 06-139 – APPROVAL OF REVISION TO STUDENT DRESS CODE – DRESS EXPECTATIONS/APPEARANCE IN THE HANDBOOK – The motion was made by Tom Johnson and seconded by Annette Neblett to remove the statement “Clothing must not have holes or tears” from the student/parent handbook.
