SUBJECT:
Approval of Out-of-State Trip to Sandusky, Ohio
ISSUE:
Mr. Baucum would like for 7th and 8th grade band students and parents to participate in a recreational trip to Cedar Point Amusement Park in Sandusky, Ohio from May 18-20, 2012.  Students and parents will attend this trip voluntarily and parents will be responsible for the trip cost.  This trip occurs after school hours and no instructional time will be missed.

RATIONALE:  Mr. Baucum would like for this trip to be an end of year celebration for the students to celebrate their hard work and accomplishments made during the 2011-2012 school year.
Mr. Baucum is estimating that about 100 band students and parents will choose to participate in this event.  The student’s right to participate will be contingent upon their eligibility according to board guidelines.  Each student/parent will be responsible for payment of lodging, transportation and meal fees with an additional two meals on their own during the trip.  The estimated cost per student is $300.00.  The students will be transported on chartered coach busses.  

The students will be staying in the Great Wolf Lodge located at 4600 Milan Road, Sandusky, Ohio 44870 on the evenings of May 18-19, 2012.  The students will be attending the water park located in the lodge, the Cedar Point Amusement Park and the Hard Rock Café in Cleveland, Ohio.  The students will return to school at approximately 10:15 p.m. Eastern Time on Sunday, May 20, 2012.  Mr. Baucum and an ample amount of parents (at least 1 parent per 10 students) will chaperone this trip.
