Request approval for John Hardin High School DECA students to travel to Omaha, NE December 2nd – 4th .

I am requesting permission to take up to 8 students to the DECA Central Region Leadership Conference in Omaha, Nebraska.  I am requesting to take our DECA State Officer, Chris Mudd, and the rest of my DECA leadership team to this conference.  These students have chosen to take leadership roles in the DECA club and would benefit greatly from the various leadership activities and sessions being offered at the conference.  I am offering each the opportunity to attend as an educational opportunity to enhance their leadership skills.

How the trip will be paid by students?

Each student has been quoted an amount of $530 that it will cost to attend the trip.  This amount includes conference registration, air flight, transportation, and hotel for two nights.  The students that attend will pay for trip with the following.

Option 1 – Students will pay a portion of the cost out of pocket and provide funds for their own travel expense.
Option 2 – The DECA Club will pay for a portion of the trip through club funds that have been raised through the Paw Prints School-Based Enterprise.  
Option 3 – Mr. Garrison has also agreed to pay for a portion of the cost for each student out of the Academic Trips fund that has been set aside to assist students with travel expenses for academic related field trips.

Rooming Plan
John Hardin Vocational funds have been budgeted to pay for advisor travel expenses.  Students will be staying in a block of rooms in the Omaha Hilton Hotel with the rest of the Kentucky DECA delegation including advisors and teachers from all other schools.  This will allow for adequate supervision of the students.
