8.B. Early release of elementary school students on the first day of school  

Ms. Johnston explained to the board that to ease the stress that accompanies the safe and timely delivery home of students on the first day of school, the following steps will be implemented for the 2006-2007 school year:

* 1-hour early release of all elementary students (except Lakewood Elementary) that travel by bus. (*Note: Because Lakewood Elementary transportation is tied directly to West Hardin and Central Hardin, this will not be possible.)

* ½ hour early release of all elementary students (except Lakewood Elementary) that are transported by parents/guardians.

* Elementary School will dismiss on time.

* The early release will happen on August 2 only.  All schools will release on time beginning August 3.

8.C. New transportation website  

Mr. John Skaggs explained to the board that the transportation department will be launching a new website in the next few days.  A parent or employee of the district can type in a student's address and this website will show the bus number that the students rides to and from school and the time of pick up.
