Science (Boback) – The test scores have JHHS as 28th in the state, and 1st in the county, for science scores. Contributing to the improvements are: alignment of focus calendar; integrating quality core/ACT standards; flash backs (questions from another science content area); using ACT format when designing tests; differentiated reading.  Also, they have been working on analyzing scores in the data room to evaluate student performance.

Social Studies (Forrest) – PLC working on similar issues – focus calendars are reviewed and realigned frequently; rewind (like flashbacks but from last chapter instead of a different subject); aligning vocabulary for testing. Concerns are growing about EOC testing and if appropriate content is being covered.
