ISSUE

The Board needs to hire architect and mechanical engineering services for the replacement of partial HVAC at Central Hardin High School and reconfiguration of vestibule area for security purposes.
FACTS


The Department of Education requires school districts have an architect and engineering services for renovations and HVAC replacement projects.  The Board and State have already approved an initial BG1 for this project. The Project will consist of HVAC Renovations to the 1990 high school addition section of the building, gym areas if possible, as well as additional reconfiguration of the new security vestibule/administration area.    The initial projected cost of construction is $2,000,000.
