SUCCESSES / COMPLETION OF PROJECTS

· The RMS SBDM Council conducted an achievement gap analysis using the 2005 CATS data.  Targeted areas previously identified received further support.

· The RMS SBDM Council allocated Title I funds to hire four instructional assistants. These assistants worked to lower the student-to-adult ratio in targeted classes. 
· Three teachers were hired with Sec. 7 Funds to lower the student–to teacher ratio.
· Radcliff Middle School received full accreditation by the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools Commission on Secondary and Middle Schools (SACS).

· The Comprehensive School Improvement Plan (CSIP) was reviewed and impact checks were conducted mid-year and approved by the SBDM council.

· RMS began its first year of Literacy First to impact overall reading and instructional improvement.

· RMS developed a KLA team to empower informed decision-making and learn new instructional strategies.

· MAP testing was administered to add yet another piece of data to identify growth areas for individual students.

· Mr. Garrison, the principal, organized a Leadership Team to enhance leadership capacity within the school.

· DJJ grants were continued to maintain Club Fiesta and Friday Night Live to offer students a safe avenue for entertainment and enhancement of academic skills.

· RMS completed its third year as a NASA Explorer School to enhance cross-curricular access and use of technology to enhance instruction.

· Extended School Services, through daytime waivers and an after-school program, targeted reading and writing to further gains.

· A new computer lab was established for further access to technology for all students.

· RMS had 2680 volunteer hours served, an increase from 334 hours for 2004-05.

· Mr. Garrison, the principal, continued his Student Advisory Council to obtain student feedback.

· RMS continued Peer Mediation training and implementation.
