CALL TO ORDER- The meeting was called to order by Laura Price. Members present were Laura Price, Stacy Brawner, Becky Dennis, Rita Shultz and Tonya Desjardins. 

CONSIDERATION OF AGENDA- Tonya Desjardins made the motion to approve the agenda and Becky Dennis seconded.  The  agenda was approved by the council.       

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS-   Visitors were Karen Mackey, Amelia Owen and Trish Nall.

APPROVAL OF  MINUTES- The minutes from the July 24th meeting were read and approved.   Rita Shultz made the motion to approve and Stacy Brawner seconded. 

POLICIES- A)  The council conducted the second reading of the AR Policy after revisions had been made.  Trish Nall represented the Curricular and Instruction Committee and explained the changes to the policy.  Becky Dennis made the motion to accept and Tonya Desjardins seconded.  The policy was approved by the council.  B)  The council had the 1st reading of the Committee Policy changes and discussed the roles of the different committees.  These policy changes will be brought before the staff at the next faculty meeting for their input.  Becky Dennis made the motion to approve and Tonya Desjardins seconded.

REPORTS- A) Committee minutes were submitted for the council’s review.     B)  The financial report for the month of August was reviewed.  C) Mrs. Price presented the council with the SBDM Annual Report.  Stacey Brawner made the motion to approve and Rita Shultz seconded.

DISCUSSION ITEMS- A)  Mrs. Price reported on the NCLB results.  Creekside successfully completed 9 out of 9 goals and she explained to the council how the goals for each school are established .  The results are in Mrs. Price’s office for review.   B)  Mrs. Price told the council that the CATS testing scores will be posted in late September.  C)  The Creekside SBDM Council Meetings will be held on the 2nd Monday of the month at 2:30 p.m.  Mrs. Price gave each council member a copy of the meeting dates and times for the 2006-2007 school year.  The News-Enterprise and radio stations will be notified of any changes to the meeting dates or times.

TITLE 1 BUDGET/ PERSONNEL-  Mrs. price discussed with the council that Nicole Helm will now be full time fine arts through PPA funds.  She was slated to be ½ time Title and ½ Music.  Because of our increase in numbers, she will no longer be paid out of Title I funds.  Karen Mackey, counselor and Title I Coordinator, presented the council with the Title I budget.   Based on the money available now, Tammula McClanahan will be hired as ½ time Title I assistant.  The other half of her salary will be paid by PPA funds.  Rita Shultz made the motion to approve and Stacey Brawner seconded.  The Title I Budget for the 2006-2007 school year was approved by the SBDM Council.

ESS DAYTIME WAIVER- The Hardin County Board of Education has received approval from the State Department to continue with the ESS Waiver for the 2006-2007 school year.  The Complete Program Evaluation has been approved.  A portion of the funds will be used on 2,  ½ time assistants, in which Mrs. Price will post with the Board of Education.  The focus of the additional assistance will be Math, Reading and Writing for 1st, 3rd, and 5th grades.  These positions will be posted until August 31st .   

ADJOURNMENT- Rita Shultz made the motion to adjourn and Stacey Brawner seconded.    The next regular scheduled meeting will be held on September 12th at 2:30 p.m.  The meeting was adjourned at 3:50 p.m.
