B. Minutes Approval: Council reviewed the minutes from October 19, 2011. ORDER 11-26– Kelly Rabinowitz made the motion for council to accept the minutes as submitted. Jennifer Mills seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. 
C. Good News Report: Council reviewed and discussed topics of the Good News document as submitted by Barbara Carden.

2. STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT: Ron Ortiz spoke briefly regarding college readiness courses and the recent COMPASS scores.
3. PLANNING:

A. CSIP: Ron Ortiz reviewed with council the proposed Comprehensive School Improvement Plan (CSIP) line item by line item as submitted by Chastity Yates, School Planning Committee Chairperson. Council agreed to strike “and discipline referrals” from the last sentence listed on page 10, Activity 4, Action Component Learning Environment. ORDER 11-27 – Tim Isaacs made the motion to approve the proposed CSIP as submitted with the above amendment noted. Jennifer Burnham seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.
B. CAP 2011-2012: Ron Ortiz reviewed with council the proposed Corrective Action Plan 2011-2012 (CAP) with council. Council was in agreement to strike “Decision Making for Results” from the sentence on page 3, Professional Development. ORDER 11-28 – Scott Rouse made the motion for council to accept the proposed CAP 2011-2012 as submitted with the above amendment noted. Jennifer Mills seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. 
4. PROGRAM REVIEWS: Council reviewed the A & H PLC Program Review Planning Log as submitted by Beth Rambo, PLC Leader. 
5. BUDGET REPORT: Council reviewed the PPA and school activity budget though November 15, 2011 as submitted by June Kerr, bookkeeper.
6. COMMITTEE REPORTS: Council reviewed the Learning Environment Committee and Planning Committee Minutes. Ron Ortiz spoke briefly of the safety issue surrounding the main entry and proposed options to rectify. Ron Ortiz informed council that more information will be given soon regarding the selected option and its plan of action.

A. Podnet Accessibility: Jennifer Mills stated to council that students, faculty and staff may now access wi-fi on CHHS campus through their personally owned devices as a result of the HCS Technology Department and CHHS Technology Committee decision to do so. Jennifer Mills stated that before accessibility is granted, users must sign an agreement/ permission form created by the HCS Technology Department. ORDER 11-29 – Ron Ortiz made the motion for a survey to be given at the end of the school year requesting feedback from this technology action, with results being given to council to review. Tim Isaacs seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. 
8. PERSONNEL: Ron Ortiz stated the following hires: Chan Walsh, Freshman Baseball Coach and Derek Smith, Assistant Bowling Coach.
