ESS DAYTIME WAIVER REQUEST

Ms. Harris submitted the ESS Daytime Waiver Request, which had been signed and  approved by the SBDM Committee, to Central Office.  Central Office and the state have approved it.  We will be hiring three part-time ESS Instructional Assistants.  With this program in effect, students can receive one-on-one assistance during the classes where they need help.  This will alleviate the necessity for late afternoons for the students, bus transportation, and asking teachers to fill after school ESS positions.

Brain Pop program was discussed by Ms. Kirkwood.  The Curriculum/Technology Committee will be reviewing the need.  It is $175.00 and is a wonderful instructional tool for teachers.  Fifteen teachers can use the program at the same time every day.  Mr. Adams made a motion for the committee to approve the purchase of the program.  Ms. Harris seconded the motion.  Motion carried by consensus.

Work on creating a 2nd/3rd grade split class is near completion.  Even with this, classes are at or near caps, so more changes may need to be made again later.
