REPORTS

Writing Plan- Mrs. Strader reviewed the school-wide Writing Plan that an ad hoc committee created. CSIP Committee –The CSIP Committee will meet next month.

Committee Reports – The council reviewed the SBDM Committee reports.

Technology Committee – The Technology Committee asked the council to approve the purchase of two computer stations for two teachers and software to purchase a Visitor/Volunteer tracker. The cost of the software for the tracker is $440.00. This system will print badges with the visitor/volunteer picture and name. It will also keep track of volunteer hours. There is also a faculty/staff sign-in program There is a $95.00 recurring fee every year for support. Mr. Murray made a motion to purchase the computers and visitor/volunteer tracker. Mrs. Johnson seconded the motion. Motion unanimously carried. (07.12)

Textbooks –Our students received the extra math, science and social studies textbooks needed because of our increased enrollment. The reading books have been ordered but have not arrived. We needed to purchase approximately $8,000.00 worth of extra textbooks and teacher’s editions. We will use our carry-over textbook money. However, we will be short approximately $4,800 that we need to order our first and second grade math materials for the next school year. Mr. Dennis talked with Mrs. Carol Chitwood and Mr. Gary Milby concerning our textbook funds. They told him that they will make sure we receive our math materials for the next school year.
