The Federal Healthy, Hunger-Free Kids Act of  2010, Section 205, Equity in School Lunch Pricing states:
“Effective July 1, 2011, schools are required to charge paid students a lunch price that is on average equal to the difference between free meal reimbursement and paid meal reimbursement.  Schools that charge less are required to gradually increase their prices until they meet the requirement.  Schools may choose to cover the difference in revenue with non-Federal funds instead of raising paid meal prices.”   
LUNCH:  Current federal reimbursement for free lunch is $2.77, paid lunch is $.26.  The recommended goal for paid student lunches is $2.51 ($2.77 - $.26 = $ 2.51).    The paid student lunch price at pre-school, elementary and middle schools is currently $1.50, $2.00 at EHS.  We intend to maintain the $1.50 price at Panther Academy.  The increase at the elementary and  middle schools will give our program a 3-tier pricing system to correspond with grade levels and portions sizes mandated in the new USDA lunch meal pattern for 2012-2013.

BREAKFAST:  I am requesting an increase to the paid breakfast price to simply offer a 3-tier pricing system which will correspond with the grade levels and portions sizes for breakfast. 

These meal price increases still keep us below or even with the meal prices of our neighboring districts.
BREAKFAST NEWS:  We are pleased to announce EIS Nutrition Services will offer breakfast at no charge to

all students at Panther Academy for 2012-2013.  Nutrition Services will absorb the difference between our federal reimbursement and cash paid on the line for reduced and paid students.  The goal is to encourage our “Little Panthers” to begin their day with a healthy breakfast.
