REGULAR MEETING

APRIL 19, 2012
2:30 p.m.
Members present:  

 Kathy Cofer-teacher, Donna Ghaderi-teacher, Theresa Collins-teacher, Sharon Kennedy-parent, Stacey Hughes-parent, and Beth Handel-principal/chairperson.

Mrs. Handel presented the proposed April agenda and SBDM Committee approved the agenda as presented. (Ghaderi-1st, Colloins-2nd)

Mrs. Handel presented the March minutes.  Committee approved minutes as presented.  (Cofer-1st, Ghaderi-2nd)
Mrs. Handel presented the Implementation and Impact check and reviewed progress toward school goals.  A motion was made to accept the I and I document as presented.  (Ghaderi-1st, Hughes-2nd )
Mrs. Handel presented allocations for the 12-13 school year Title I.  Discussion was held on use of funds.  Committee asked if the Board was aware that Howevalley was the only school with a half-time counselor allocation and no assistant principal allocation.    Mrs. Handel said that there is a proposal to change staffing policy for assistant principal and counselor allocations, however, it would still not add any staffing to Howevalley.  Committee agreed to use a .5 fine arts allocation to fund the other .5 of the counselor position and use the Title I funding to hire a music teacher for .5 or up to 4 hours daily.  (Collins-1st, Ghaderi-2nd) 
Parent elections for SBDM Council will be tomorrow, Friday, April 20th from 8:00 a.m.-3:30 p.m. in the school office.  2 parents were nominated.

Accident reports were reviewed and committee did not note any areas of concern.

The school activities and MUNIS budgets were given to members.

In other business, Ms. Handel discussed Section 7 funding for next school year.  The Board is asking for requests from the school councils.  SBDM members agreed priorities should be:  full time counselor funding, building upgrades (finish windows that were started), air conditioners that are quieter/more efficient; 2 Promethean boards, and upgraded teacher and student computer workstations.  Mrs. Handel will send out the finalized request to members via email later next week that reflects the councils priorities.
A motion was made a seconded to accept the presented Section 7 funding requests mentioned.  (Ghaderi-1st, Collins-2nd)

Committee went in to closed session to discuss personnel.  Committee discussed applicants and selected some for interviewing.  Times and dates for interviews were set.
After the closed session discussion, committee went back in to open session.  

With no other business Mrs. Cofer made a motion to adjourn.  (Hughes-1st, Kennedy-2nd)
