SUBJECT:    Friends of Finstitute Grant. 

REQUEST

This is to request permission for Hardin County Schools be permitted to apply for the Friends of Finstitute Grant.

DISCUSSION

The Friends of the Finstitute Grant is an under writing grant from the Newport Aquarium.  This grant would provide classes with an opportunity to explore the Aquarium and the educational programs either free of charge or at a minimal cost.  The deadline is on-going up to April and May 2007.  The days of the weeks that the grant is available is Tuesday through Friday.  

The grant is a one time, one grade level per school per school year.  The Finstitute Classroom Experience size not to exceed 45 students.  Requirements for the experience is that the students must participate in a Finstitute Classroom Experience to include a pre-lesson and post-lesson assessment.

The grant is not a matching grant but schools are encouraged to pay part of the fee if possible.  The fees would be the responsibility of the school and not the Board of Education.
