6. Recognition of Visitors  

Dr. John Millay, Elizabethtown Independent Schools Superintendent, requested to address the board regarding two annexation petitions they have received.  He introduced Mr. Jerry Coleman, EIS Board Attorney.  Mr. Coleman explained that in September the EIS Board was presented an annexation petition concerning land on Pear Orchard Road with what they believe to be approximately 95% of the signatures required.  He informed the board that our attorney disagrees with him regarding the law about the signatures required and that the law is not clear.  Because of the questions, the EIS Board adopted this petition as their own so the signature issue would not matter.

He also informed the board that the EIS accepted another annexation petition from Barry and Andy Boone.  This petition is regarding land on Nicholas Street.  Mr. Coleman also informed the board that Mr. Michael Billings, the engineer for the building project on this land, was present if they had questions.

Mr. Coleman presented both petitions and maps to the board.  Mr. Fowler explained to them that the board did not have any questions at this time.  We will give this fair and reasonable consideration and make a decision on what is in the best interest of all of Hardin County.  

Ms. Jennifer Stafford requested to address the board regarding physical education in the schools and students receiving seconds at lunch.  She explained that she does not think our students are getting enough food at lunch and they are not given any time for physical activity.

Mrs. Johnston explained that students are allowed to go back for extra helpings of fruits and vegetables.  The entree is what contains most of the fat and calories.  They are limited to one serving of this. 

She also explained that the district has a backpack program.  They fill a backpack with food and send it home with students who are not getting food at home.

Mrs. Johnston stated that the students do need more physical activity and we ask for the parents to help in this area.  One example shared was to encourage their child to turn off the TV and computer when they get home and get them up and moving.
