2. Discussion regarding redistricting policy - policy 9.11  

The board discussed policy 9.11 (School Attendance Areas).  Suggestions were made to help clarify the policy.  Recommended changes will be approved at the November 16 regular board meeting. 

The board also discussed the issue of students being grandfathered to the previous school of enrollment and if this should occur concerns over transportation arose.  The Hardin County Board of Education wishes to make clear that transportation will be up to the parent/guardian of those students that may be accepted under the provisions of 9.11 and at no cost to the Board.  The Hardin County Board of Education will attempt to make decisions regarding redistricting in a timely fashion to give parents adequate time to voice concerns or make alternative provisions for their child.  

3. Discussion regarding school start-times  

The board discussed the school start times.  Ms. Ramona Rosario, parent, addressed the board regarding the start times being too early for elementary school students.  The superintendent presented the board with four proposals.  After a lengthy discussion, the board narrowed the options down to two proposals.  There will be a public forum on November 27, 2006, at 7:00 p.m. in the boardroom at the central office.  The purpose of this forum is to receive feed back from the public regarding the two proposals.  Letters will be sent home with the students and an e-mail will be sent out to employees regarding the public forum.
