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Even during fall break, the PAC is not dark! More than 130 HCS food service employees attended a day long in-service in the theatre Oct 2 and AARP held a candidate forum on October 3.  October culminated with the Fall Community Musical, Thoroughly Modern Millie!  Four performances and one morning student lecture/demo were presented.   Performance audiences totaled 1495 and 193 students attended the lecture/demo. CHHS English teacher Susan Sherrard shared the following: 

“Mr. Lovins,
I am glad to get your request for feedback, because I have actually been planning to e-mail you in reference to the performance.  It was fantastic…. 
….  the lecture/demonstration was very well organized. My students wrote a reaction to the experience for me later in the day, and most of them shared that they enjoyed the scenes very much; however, they wished they had been able to see more of the show.

….  I thought the cast and the PAC staff did a wonderful job. I was very, very impressed, and the students were too. It was quite a job for us to get together a field trip for 186 students (arranging subs, payment, etc.), so I would like to see the PAC consider extending the performance time, if possible. 

Another positive note: The day after the field trip, I conducted a Literacy First activity in which my students wrote 1920's/Millie terms for each letter of the alphabet. Several students wrote "cyc" for "C." (did I get that right?) . . .and several other Millie references came up during this activity. 
 I'd be happy to answer any other specific questions that you have. I am always impressed with the shows that our PAC offers. You do a wonderful job. I think our students benefited from the experience; I just think they didn't have the manners to show it!”

Surveys are an important tool used by the PAC and survey feedback and responses help PAC staff make decisions concerning everything from event programming to improving handicapped parking availability. Achieving a 10% return on surveys is the usual response but after the musical performances, we reached 21% return. Both printed program and website survey information was gathered. The following is an example of feedback received after “Millie.”
