Many strategies such as Compass, Thoughtful Education, MAP, and Bruin Learning 

         Zone seem to be embedded and ongoing.  Student achievement recognition and family involvement 

         were also discussed.  A furniture allocation of $4 per student and ½ time assistant principal has been 

         funded by the HCS Board.  The committees will complete another Implementation and Impact Check  

         at the end of the second nine weeks.  Modifications and revisions will be determined for the    

         Comprehensive Plan.

          Debbie Wyatt led an analysis of the 2006 Kentucky Performance Report results.  Lakewood currently   

          has a combined index of 83.6.  The accountability goal is 80.4.  Although the school is above their 

          goal, there was a decrease in all content areas, except math, which increased 11.93 points.  Lakewood

          is above the district in all areas except reading.
