FACTS:  

 There are 5 mobile units schools are no longer in need of for classroom space and they have become inefficient to maintain and operate.   The 5 mobile units are located at the following: (1) North Park, (1) Central Hardin, (2) Bluegrass, (1) Vine Grove.  The mobile trailer unit is located at John Hardin and is used by the band to transport equipment.  The principal has requested that the proceeds from the mobile trailer be deposited to the school activity fund designated for the band program to use.

The state requires a local board to depose of these items by declaring them as surplus and to be sold by auction or sealed bid.
