A brief discussion was held and Mrs. Johnston explained that public education in Hardin County is facing new challenges including increase student enrollment in the Hardin County Schools, the effect of BRAC is uncertain at this time, and the Elizabethtown Board of Education sees a need to expand its boundaries. There is a need to examine public education services in Hardin County to determine what is best for all students. Mrs. Johnston stated that she has been in contact with the superintendents at Elizabethtown Independent and West Point Independent School Districts.

Chairman Fowler explained that it is the superintendent's responsibility to develop a calendar and present it to the Board for approval. Mrs. Johnston explained the process and all the steps that were involved in the development of the proposed calendars. She addressed how the current calendar came about and the reasons for the changes. Chairman Fowler also stated that there were nearly 3,000 people who were involved in the process.

Mr. Bobby Lewis explained the anatomy of the calendar focusing on days that were required by statue or policy to have in the calendar.

Chairman Fowler opened the floor to comments and questions from visitors regarding the proposed calendar. Several parents and staff members addressed the board with their reasons for opposing or showing support of the proposed calendar.
