CALL TO ORDER- The meeting was called to order by Laura Price. Members present were Laura Price, Stacy Brawner, Becky Dennis, Rita Shultz , Lisa Patterson and Mary Key.

APPROVAL OF  MINUTES-  The minutes from the October 16th meeting were read and approved.   Becky Dennis made the motion to approve and Stacy Brawner seconded. 

POLICIES/REPORTS-  A)  The committee minutes that were submitted to the council were reviewed.  Melanie Bakk represented the Planning and Budget Committee and discussed upcoming meetings and activities.    B)  The financial report for the month of November was reviewed.  Stacy Brawner made the motion to approve and Rita Shultz seconded.  

DISCUSSION ITEMS-  A) Mrs. Price informed the council that she had requested an additional special ed assistant since the beginning of the school year.  She was told last week that her request had been granted and that Creekside was allocated this position.  Mrs. Price requested a waiver for the 10 day posting period and this was also approved.  The position was offered to the two part-time ESS Daytime Waiver assistants and Krista Sexton accepted the position.  This is a one year position and will be based on  needs for the next school year.   The part-time position vacated by Krista Sexton will be posted on the 14th of November.  Mrs. Price will form an Ad Hoc committee to do the hiring for this position.   B)  The council discussed the lunch survey and Mrs. Price informed them that Sylvia Cox  is planning to confer with Janie Thornton, Mary Kuhn and cafeteria managers throughout the county to get ideas on how to better the communication between the school and parents concerning lunch account issues.  Mrs. Cox will also meet with the Climate Committee to brainstorm and they will get back with Mrs. Price.  C) Creekside will host approximately 60-70  Hardin County principals and Thoughtful Ed representatives for the Learning Walk on the 29th of November.
