Members present were Joe Nepi, Carole Brown, Karla Buckingham, Tabitha Kerr, and Misti Craig.   
Council reviewed current agenda and minutes from July 2012.  Karla Buckingham made a motion to approve the minutes; seconded by Carole Brown.  All were in consensus.

Joe Nepi shared his Principal’s report with council members including the following:

--Our current enrollment is 464.  
--There are not any major issues to report regarding maintenance at this time. Since last month, we have replaced one of the problem urinals in the boy’s restroom along with a faucet and mirror.  Most of the air conditioning units are functioning correctly now.  Central office provided pressure washing services for our school and the company did a great job.  We also spruced up the area near the back of the building with lava rock.  
--A representative from Boy Scouts met with our boys this last week after morning meeting.  A parent meeting was also held in the cafeteria this last Thursday evening.  Many students signed up and it seemed to go very well.
--We appreciate the staff that volunteered to work shifts at the Heartland Festival booth this last weekend.  The event went well and we had an opportunity to talk with many members of our community.
--Hearing screenings took place on Friday.  A special thanks to April Jackson for volunteering to help with the screenings.  Letters for students needing additional screenings by a physician will go home this week.

--Chick-fil-A spirit night will take place this evening.  

Joe Nepi provided the following information to Council in reference to Student Achievement:
--April Jackson has been kind enough to set up a bulletin board in the back hallway that will be used to highlight “Students of the Month”.  This is something new that we are implementing this year.  It will allow for 15 or more students to be recognized on the bulletin board each month.  Students will be recognized for excellent work in the content areas of reading, writing, and math.   

--Congratulations to one of our 5th grade students, Natalie Moore, for being selected as the MES Student of the Month for September.  She will be recognized at next month’s board meeting. 

--We will have a student and staff cook out this Friday to celebrate the upcoming U of L/UK football game.  We will grill hotdogs for the students and we will have trivia games and prizes during their lunch period.  Students and staff are encouraged to wear their favorite team spirit wear.  
Joe Nepi presented to Council the year to date budget for Section 6 and General Fund for their review.  
Joe Nepi asked Council to review the grading Policy 21.01.  He advised Council that the policy number listed on today’s agenda stated the wrong number.  Mr. Nepi also provided Council with a copy of the district policy for Curriculum and Instruction for their review.    Discussion took place regarding the current policy.  Council requested that Mr. Nepi provide them with a sample policy at the next scheduled meeting.  Council will revisit this policy at the next meeting for further discussion.
Joe Nepi advised Council that a team has been formed with representatives from each of the primary grade levels within the district to work with Kelli Bush.  This team will review the current standards and work to revise the report card to match the new standards.  The team should be finished reviewing this information by September 17th and will report their recommendations thereafter.  
Joe Nepi advised Council that all SBDM training needs have been completed.  Certificates will need to be provided to Melissa Lutz so that they can be forwarded to Central Office.
Joe Nepi provided intervention and enrichment schedules to the Council for their review.  Mr. Nepi also provided the upcoming assessment schedule to Council. 
Joe Nepi suggested to Council that SBDM Committees be added to the current agenda for discussion.  Misti Craig made a motion to add the above to the agenda; Carole Brown seconded.  All were in consensus.  Mr. Nepi then provided Council with a list of SBDM Committees along with their tasks and projects.  Council made suggestions for revision to the committees.  Mr. Nepi will make revisions and provide the draft to the Council at the next meeting for discussion and approval.
