· The Health Science Department would like to announce the addition of a pilot occupational certification program for seniors at CHHS. We are beginning a new Pharmacy Technician Pilot Program this week of September 5th! There have been 6 seniors who have indicated an interest in a Pharmacy healthcare career chosen to fill the 6 seats given to us through a KDE grant obtained by the Office of Career and Technical Education in Frankfort. The program is a self-guided, independent study course actually taught by a Pharmacist who founded the program which is offered by PassAssured Software Company. The program will be facilitated by Ed Reesor, R.N. The program involves a 240 hour course component with 50 of those hours in a clinical experience setting, 40 of which are in a retail pharmacy and 10 in a hospital based pharmacy.
