Successes for 2011-2012
AVID (Advancement Via Individual Determination)

The AVID curriculum includes: strategies for success, college and careers information, a writing curriculum, public speaking, note-taking practices, test preparation, research methodologies and Writing, Inquiry, Collaboration and Reading (WICR). In addition to passing quizzes and exams, completing reports and projects, our AVID students will succeed in rigorous work, complete a college preparatory/academic studies diploma, participate in more school activities, and increase their enrollment in four year universities. This was our fourth year to offer AVID. Our first senior class has met our expectations and their goal: admission to a four year college:
100% of our AVID IV students were accepted to a four year college/university---Up from 94% in school year 2010-11.
“I Can Learn” 
“I Can Learn” labs provide an additional opportunity to reinforce or re-teach previously taught Algebra I curriculum (from their coinciding complementary Algebra I class). Students who are assigned to this class are identified using state accountability test and MAP data. These students have a history of being unsuccessful in their middle school math classes and are at high risk of failing high school algebra. This was our first year of implementation, but we have seen success and anticipate even greater gains in the future.
 76% of the students in “I Can Learn” labs passed Alg.1, up from 59% during school year 2010-11.  
APEX Credit Recovery Lab

This class is designed to assist students in recovering credits for graduation. Priority is given to seniors first, then juniors and then sophomores. The students’ ability to recover credits is based on their own work within the class. The class uses an online curriculum delivery system called APEX Learning.  Students should be able to recover a minimum of 1 full credit during each semester.
335 half credits were recovered during the school day in the APEX Credit Recovery Lab---Up from 279 during school year 2010-11.  
Goals for 2012-2013
· There will be an increase in the number of teachers using effective teaching strategies.

· There will be an increase in the number of teachers that are teaching objectives congruent to the standards.  

· There will be evidence of higher-level questions in all classrooms. The emphasis will be on rigor (high level thinking) and student engagement.  
· More focus on daily instruction by administrative staff.  

· Greater focus on climate 
New Offerings
Project Lead the Way (PLTW)
Project Lead the Way will be in its second year of availability.  Students will continue to work their way through the levels of engineering instruction.  Mr. Heath has returned to North to teach the program offering some consistency in instructors.  
Goal: We will have more consistency in the PLTW classroom and 
Interventions

This year North Hardin will approach how interventions are offered a bit differently.  Using SIG monies, part time certified teachers will be employed to focus on those students needing assistance to get on grade level.  These students will be identified according to teacher referral and data.  Once identified, these students will be pulled each day to work on specific skills.  These intervention sessions will be small group containing a maximum of eight students.  As students progress, continued assessment will occur to ensure attainment of skills.
