Subject:     Modified School Schedule for a Student with a Disability

ISSUE:

Admissions and Release Committee (ARC) has determined that a modified school schedule is appropriate for this student.  The student is a child with multiple disabilities and is having difficulty with impulsive and adaptive behaviors and has difficulty with increased demands placed upon him/her in the school setting.
FACTS:  
The student is a child with multiple disabilities (mild mental disability and emotional behavioral disability) and has also been diagnosed with Autism and Impulse Control Disorder.  The ARC is requesting a modified school schedule that allows him/her to attend half days with a plan to increase the length of the day as needed depending on current behaviors and stamina. He/she has received Applied Behavior Analysis (ABA) therapy to treat his/her behavior disorder. 
CONCLUSION:

The modified schedule would allow the student the ability to benefit from the general curriculum while at school with support through his outpatient ABA therapy due to the modified schedule.
RECOMMENDATION:

I move that the Board of Education grant the Admissions and Release Committee’s request for a modified schedule for this student with a disability.
