TOPIC:

School Calendar for 2013/14

DISCUSSION:

It is necessary for the Hardin County Board of Education to approve the yearly school calendar.  The proposed calendar for 2013/14 meets all the criteria/regulations as set by the Kentucky Department of Education regarding the number of days (173) and hours of instruction (1062).

It has become a general rule or practice that the beginning of the school year start on the first Wednesday in August during the first full week in August.  The Board has approved a fall break which generally falls during the first full week in October.  It would be helpful for the planning of all concerned that the Board continue, in all future calendars, unless extenuating circumstances prevail, the practice of setting the beginning of school and fall break based on previous calendars.  

Certain “break” days in the proposed calendar have remained consistent with past calendars, FDEA/Election day in early November, followed by Thanksgiving and Winter Break.  Labor Day, Martin Luther Day, and Presidents Day are days off in the calendar, with Spring Break being set using KEA conference dates.  Primary Election in May will constitute a break day in the calendar.  Four Professional Development days, along with four PLD days, have been set in the calendar, along with an Opening/Closing date.  The calendar that is being recommended meets all the criteria for approval but is open to amendments prior to the approval by HCBE.

The proposed 2013/14 calendar was sent to the Principals, Certified, Classified, Parent and Student Advisory Councils, and to the local schools to review and offer suggestions or changes.

RECOMMENDATION:

I recommend that the Members Hardin County Board of Education approve the calendar for 2013/14 as submitted.
