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SUPERINTENDENT’S RECOMMENDATION

Specifically as it relates to our concerns with Math scores, we have identified that many gaps exist in transition areas, computation continues to be a strand of concern, and basic fundamental concepts that promote critical thinking are not mastered before moving to the next level/grade.  Ms. Thurman, principal’s, and teacher leaders have heard examples of, and witnessed demonstrations of Math Automaticity which have produced desirable results in neighboring districts.  As evidenced by the inclusion on the Needs Assessments, the buy-in and support is there to find a solution to our current dilemma.  Therefore, I recommend the proposal that is attached from Dr. Thomas as an extended response to school and district needs as it relates to student achievement.
